* |n Vietnam, mud crab is an
important species for aquaculture,
especially for the improved
extensive and integrated mangrove-
aquaculture farming systems in the
Mekong Delta of Vietnam
With 330.000ha of the improved
extensive shrimp farming systems,
50.000ha of the integrated
mangrove — aquaculture farming
systems, yield of mud crab of 100-
200 kg/halyear, annual production of
mud crab in the region is estimated
at about 38,000-76,000tons (NT T
Van, 2013)

With stocking density of mud crab to
these systems at 0.5-1 crab/m?/year,
a total of 1.9-3.8 billions of crablets
are needed for stocking annually.
