A special lecture on “The Malay Diaspora in Europe” will be given by Associate Professor Dr. Kamaruddin Abdul Samad a Swedish lecturer at Lund University, an expert on Economic Development who is also expert on the issues related to social changes and challenges as he also as a diaspotic person. This time he will be invited “On Line” to  share his knowledge on issues related to Diaspora in Eurpoe and its challenges in terms of cultural changes and etc. The whole session will be given in English as a medium of instruction. There will be an approximately 30 students joining the class. 
Main Topic: The Malay Diaspora and European Identity

- Diaspora: Concept and Definition

- The Malay Diaspora in Europe

- Diaspora and Cultural Identity
Draft Plan/ Draft activities:

The four hours lectures will be divided into two sessions which are designed to reflect its aim and objectives.

 The class will start with Warm up session (15-30 minutes):


- Introduction, Orientation, Introducing speaker and students

The first session (1hr. 30 min.) is designed to introduce to students the main theories and concepts currently adopted in Diaspora Studies. In this phase students will concentrate most of the time on lectures and aimed at understanding the conceptual basis of Diasporas as well as discussing presented ideas and approaches. 

The second session (2 hours) is more practical and interactive as it aims at studying and comparative analysis of existing Diasporas of the world with special focus on the Malay diaspora in Europe, discussing specific policies and practices adopted by certain countries. Then will follow in which students will be required to make personal and group presentations on a specific Diaspora or topic. Moreover, to increase the participation of students and implement interactive methods, some lectures in this part will be conducted by students (student teacher, guided lecture).
