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Every language/language variety currently spoken is not fixed and changes,
through time, in terms of linguistic features (i.e. language change)

e.g., as a result of language contact and language attitudes, increased nativisation
of English lexis into Japanese language

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What is Sociolinguistics?

Sociolinguistics is a broad field - involves the study (of the social meaning) of the
different ways in which individuals and groups (known as speech communities)
employ language according to the perceived social context

Specific language features (can) provide specific important social information
about the speaker

What can we tell about people from the way they speak?

So, for sociolinguists, language is not simply denotational (i.c., provides linguistic
meaning and referring to objects and ideas)

Also indexical of the speaker’s social class, status, region, age, gender or ethnicity

(speech sample?)
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
